Database in suspect mode- How could I bring it back to normal state? For SQL Server 2000

Solution 1:

1. Stop the SQL server 

2. Start the SQL server and attached the suspected database.

Solution 2:

Explanation: 

sp_resetstatus turns off the suspect flag on a database. This procedure updates the mode and status columns of the named database in sysdatabases. The SQL Server error log should be consulted and all problems resolved before running this procedure. 

A database can become suspect for several reasons. Possible causes include denial of access to a database resource by the operating system, and the unavailability or corruption of one or more database files.

Steps:

1) USE master

GO

sp_configure 'allow updates', 1

GO

RECONFIGURE WITH OVERRIDE

GO

Note: Because Sp_resetstatus modifies the system tables, the system administrator must enable updates to the system tables before creating this procedure. To enable updates, use this procedure:

2) EXEC sp_resetstatus 'Database_Name'

3) Stop and restart SQL Server after executing sp_resetstatus.

4) After the procedure is created, immediately disable updates to the system tables:

USE master

GO

sp_configure 'allow updates', 0

GO

RECONFIGURE WITH OVERRIDE

GO
